Course Description

Intermational relations is fraught with challengesto seaurity. Terrorism, nuclear proliferaion, and ethnic
conflict appea to pose new challengesfor state secuity; otherthreas, such asthe rise and fall of great
powers, seemtimeless. What are the greates threats to a stateOsecuity in the international system?

How do statesevaluate these threas, and how do they employ military forcein order to preserve their
secuity? Arethere ethical limitsto the applicaion of force,or doesthe logic of war override that of
morality? Finally, is greatpower war now unthinkabe, or are theariesof major power war still applicade
in the post-Cold War World? In this course we will examine thes major debatesin interrational security
studies using theary, history, and contemporary issuesin orderto evaluate contraging positions.
