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canceled: edward lazear lecture at wellesley

The March 8 lecture by Edward P. Lazear, chairman of the

President’s Council of Economic Advisers, has been canceled.
He had been planning on presenting a talk, “The Economy in

a Changing World,” as the annual Goldman Lecture in Eco-
nomics.

Lazear is also a professor at Stanford and the Hoover In-
stitution, focusing on labor economics, industrial relations
and microeconomics.

He succeeded Ben Bernanke as chairman of the Presi-
dent’s Council of Economic Advisers a year ago. He was for-
merly a member of President Bush’s advisory Tax Reform
Panel, where he worked with nine other panel members to
look into revenue-neutral policy options for reforming the
Federal Internal Revenue Code.

Lazear was awarded the 1998 Leo Melamed Biennial Prize
for outstanding research, the 2003 Adam Smith Prize from
the European Association of Labor Economists and the 2004
Prize in Labor Economics from the Institute for the Study of
Labor.

He is the 2000 recipient of the Jacob Mincer Prize for life-
time achievement in the field of labor economics.

Founding editor of the Journal of Labor Eco-
nomics, he is an elected fellow of the American
Academy of Arts and Sciences, the Economet-
ric Society and the Society of Labor Econo-
mists.

A research associate of the National Bu-
reau of Economic Research, he is a member
of the National Academy of Sciences and the
Board on Testing and Assessment. His research is supported
by the National Science Foundation.

Lazear was the first vice president and president of the
Society of Labor Economists. He has written the book Person-
nel Economics (MIT Press, 1995) and edited Economic Transition
in Eastern Europe and Russia: Realities of Reform (Hoover Insti-
tution Press, 1995) among many other books and scholarly
papers.

lecture tells how to overcome devalued feelings

An educational leader once said, “The
No. 1 cause of stress is lack of appre-
ciation.” Other professionals warn that
lack of appreciation is associated with
higher rates of workplace turnover.
“From Humiliation to Appreciation:
Walking toward Our Talk,” a lecture by
Linda Hartling, Jean Baker Miller Train-
ing Institute, will be presented Thurs-
day, Feb. 22, from 12:30-1:30 pm in
WCW Cheever House.

Hartling suggests that chronic lack

of appreciation leads to demoralizing
feelings of humiliation. Using Relation-
al-Cultural Theory as a framework, she
will explore how lack of appreciation fo-
ments social pain through devaluation,
demoralization and disconnection. De-
scribing methods developed by an in-
ternational network studying human
dignity and humiliation, she will explain
how a relational approach can help peo-
ple to overcome appreciation depriva-
tion.

Don’t trash that paper; recycle it and win kudos for Wellesley.
According to the Sustainability Advisory Committee, the col-

lege is one of 201 schools from across the country competing
in RecycleMania 2007. With an increase of 93 participants from last

year and 42 states represented, the competition has become a central component of
many schools’ efforts to bring attention to sustainability issues. The event runs for 10
weeks, from Jan. 28-April 7, with schools competing to collect the largest amount of
recyclables, the least amount of trash and to have the highest recycling rate.

Wellesley is competing in the Per Capita Classic, in which schools vie to collect the
most recyclables. Last year, an expanded mixed paper recycling program was intro-
duced at the college, allowing more kinds of paper to be recycled in existing bins.
Students, faculty and staff are encouraged to clean out offices, desks and closets for
paper and cardboard products that can be recycled. The competition is off to a great
start. “We just posted the numbers for Recyclemania for the first week of the compe-
tition,” noted Patrick Willoughby, physical plant. “Wellesley College recycled 1,520
pounds of cardboard and 3,160 pounds of mixed paper for a total of 4,680 pounds.
This is a huge improvement over last year. Thanks to everyone who helped and please
keep up the good work.”

craig murphy, political science, has
received an award for the best book in
the field of international organization
published over the last year. The United
Nations Development Programme: A Better
Way? has been selected as the winner of
this year’s Chadwick F. Alger Prize from
the International Studies Association.

mary lefkowitz, classical studies emerita,
has written a review for the Bryn Mawr
Classical Review, an online journal of
classical studies. She wrote about Todd
Compton’s Victim of the Muses: Poet as
Scapegoat, Warrior and Hero in Greco-Roman
And Indo-European Myth and History (Cen-
ter for Hellenic Studies, 2000). “With
only a few exceptions, ancient literary
biographies tell us little or nothing about
the poets they purport to describe,”
Lefkowitz wrote. “But although they are
disappointing as history, they are worth
studying as a form of mythology... In
Victim of the Muses, Todd Compton seeks
to discover in the lives evidence of the
ritual and mythology of the scapegoat or
pharmakos, who is driven out in order
to purify the community.”

Renowned noh actor Hisa Uzawa and his troupe will present a live performance of the noh play Lady Aoi Sunday,
Feb. 25, at 3 pm in Jewett Auditorium. The troupe includes a chorus and four musicians. Lady Aoi (Aoi no Ue) is
a demon play about love and obsession based on The Tale of Genji. Noh is a classical Japanese theatre art that
developed in the 14th century and became the official performing art of the ruling military class during the Edo
period (1603-1868). Noh went on to become popular among the common people. Demon plays are one of sev-
eral schemes that noh theatre encompasses.

A noh performance begins from a completely empty space and returns to that empty space at the end of the per-
formance. The philosophy of “nothingness” is related to the philosophy of Zen Buddhism. Hisa Uzawa is a shite ac-
tor (main role player) in the Kanze Noh School. She was made an Intangible Cultural Treasure by the Japanese government in 2004.

“We at Wellesley are particularly pleased to invite female noh actors such as Hisa Uzawa who have successfully entered the usually
all-male realm of the noh stage,” said Kazuko Ozawa, East Asian languages and literatures. Admission is free to Wellesley College
faculty, staff and students and $20 for all others.
