Give a copy of the description to each person asked for a recommendation.

· a one-page resume

· two letters of recommendation from faculty members, preferably from science faculty  who know you well (attachment: fac_rec.doc).  Students may collect their faculty recommendations in signed sealed envelopes and submit them with their application or have the recommendation sent directly to Mary C. Hogan.

· one recommendation letter from your off-campus project supervisor (attachment: supvr_rec.doc)
