First-Year Applicants:

Please download, obtain required
signatures, and submit the Early Decision Agreement Form. Please note: (a) A candidate admitted to Wellesley through the ED Plan
must withdraw all applications to other colleges; (b) the names of admitted students who have signed ED agreements with Wellesley
may be shared with other colleges; and (c) a $300 enrollment deposit is required of admitted ED candidates. If you are not a U.S.
citizen or permanent resident and will be applying for financial aid, you must apply under the Regular Decision Plan.

[J Early Evaluation (EE) - January 1 deadline. On the Common Application, select the Regular Decision option, as well as checking this box.
Candidates who select this option will receive an Early Evaluation from the Board of Admission and notification of the probability
of their admission as “likely,” “possible,” or “unlikely” in late February. They will receive their final admission decision by April 1.

Early Evaluation candidates must send transcripts that include first-term senior grades. If you are not a U.S. citizen or U.S. permanent
resident and will be applying for financial aid, you must apply under the Regular Decision Plan.

[J Regular Decision - January 15 deadline. On the Common Application, select the Regular Decision option. All Regular Decision candidates
must complete their applications by January 15 and will receive their admission decision by April 1.

[J Early Admission (Juniors only) - January 15 deadline. On the Common Application, select the Early Admission option. For students leaving high
school after grade 11.

Transfer Applicants: Only incoming sophomores or juniors may apply. Nontraditional-age applicants (24 and older) must apply as a Davis
