But it’s rare
indeed for donor and student recipient to
be known to each other. Wellesley’s Annual
Giving Scholars Program has changed that.

The generous gifts that you give to the
College make it possible to provide the
finest liberal arts education available today
for women from around the world. Now,
you can go a step further, providing
support for an individual student whose
name and face you will come to know.

Through the Wellesley College Annual
Giving Scholars Program, a gift of $10,000
or more will provide a one-year scholarship
to a talented and deserving student with
financial need. A gift of $25,000 or more
provides a one-year scholarship and allows
you to state a preference for a student
pursuing a specific area of study or who
comes to the College from a particular
region of the country. The student will
receive the scholarship in your name.

When you make such a gift to the College,
the student recipient is notified of her
scholarship award and is then encouraged
to write you a personal note. Many donors
have had an opportunity to meet their gift
recipient on visits to campus.

Scholarships funded through the Annual
Giving Scholars Program are awarded
during the academic year, depending on
the date of your gift to Wellesley. Donors
electing to give to the College in this way
become members of the President’s Circle
of the Durant Society, Wellesley’s gift
recognition society named for founders
Henry and Pauline Durant.
