Requirements at Closing

1. Signed Purchase and Sale Agreement.

2. A certificate from the local fire prevention bureau to ensure working smoke detectors are installed on the property (required by Massachusetts General Law).

3. Lead abatement certificate (if necessary): If a child under 6 years of age is to reside in the mortgaged premises, Massachusetts General Laws requires you as owners to remove or cover any paint, plaster or other accessible materials that contain lead.

4. Signed UFFI Agreement (Urea Formaldehyde Foamed-in-place Insulation).
