We are pleased to make available a limited number of stipends to support summer study for qualified Wellesley students after their first, second, or third year of study at the College who have not previously received a summer stipend from the German Department.  We are able to offer these very competitive awards to out​stand​ing applicants.  The stipends are intended to help fund intensive study of German in Europe (or, under certain circumstances, in total immer​sion pro​grams in the US).  These competitive stipends will be awarded based on merit and are meant to help students prepare for the Wellesley/Middlebury-in-Berlin Program or accel​er​ate toward a minor or major in the German Depart​ment.   The awards must be used to study at a level beyond Wellesley’s German 101-102 sequence.  Applicants must have completed two sem​esters in Wellesley’s German Department.  

Awards are granted based on achievement and future promise. We place great em​pha​sis on the recipient’s com​mitment to studying German at Wellesley after com​pleting this sum​mer program.

All qualified students are eligible to apply.   The size of the grant will be determined based on the cost of the program and, where applicable, the student’s level of financial aid.  Qualified non-financial aid students may receive an award of up to $2,000 to help defray costs.  

We highly recommend programs offered in Germany and encourage applicants to investigate the options available associated with a range of German universities.  In previous years, Wellesley students had great success at the FUBiS program (Freie Universität Berlin im Sommer). Application process:

1.  After researching available programs and identifying ones in which you are interested, you must contact a member of the German Department in order to receive departmental approval for the planned course of study to assure that the program is credit-worthy.  Inquire with the program about costs and application & acceptance deadlines. 

2.  Apply to the German Department for a summer stipend, which may be awarded provisionally pending your acceptance. 

Note:  Stipends are generally disbursed after participation in the program, based on submitted receipts.  However, under certain circumstances, we may be able to disburse the award ahead of time.  Please see a member of the German Department with any questions.

3) A one-page essay (in English) stating how this summer course fits into your study plans at Wellesley and German Studies specifically.
