The meeting was convened at 11:00 a.m. by Eloise See McGaw, Assistant Vice President and Director of Human Resources and Equal Opportunity.  The minutes of the February 14, 2011, meeting were approved as distributed.

Advisory Board – Vote on proposed by-law changes
Lisa Easley presented three motions to make changes to the Administrative Council by-laws, as follows.   Each motion was seconded, voted, and approved by Administrative Council.
· 1)  Current by-law:
G.  Representative to the Wang Campus Center Advisory Board

The nominating Committee of Administrative Council shall nominate one representative from Administrative Council to serve as member of the Wang Campus Center Advisory Board.  The representative shall be elected for a term of two years.

Proposed change to the by-law:

Remove from the by-laws the representative to the Wang Campus Center Advisory Board, since the Advisory Board is no longer meeting at this time.

· 2)  Current by-law: 
F.  Parliamentarian

A Parliamentarian shall be nominated by the Nominating Committee for a one-year term and may be re-nominated for no more than five consecutive one-year terms.

Charge:

The Parliamentarian ensures that members of Administrative Council conduct all Administrative Council business in accordance with Robert’s Rules of Order and these By-laws.

Proposed change to the by-law:

F.  Parliamentarian

A Parliamentarian shall be nominated by the Nominating Committee for a two-year term.

Charge:

The Parliamentarian ensures that members of Administrative Council conduct all Administrative Council business in accordance with Robert’s Rules of Order and these By-laws, and acts as an ex-officio member of the Steering Committee.

· 3)  New by-law:

Representative to the Advisory Committee on Library and Technology Policy

The Nominating Committee of Administrative Council shall nominate a representative of Administrative Council to serve as a member of the Advisory Committee on Library and Technology Policy.  The representative shall be elected for a term of two years and shall represent the views of Administrative Council to the Advisory Committee on Library and Technology Policy.  The representative shall have voting rights on the Advisory Committee on Library and Technology Policy.  
The representative from Administrative Council to the Advisory Committee on Library and Technology Policy shall ordinarily report each semester to Administrative Council.

Announcements 
· On behalf of the Administrative Council’s Nominating Committee, Mayumi Knudsen announced that the Committee is looking for staff to fill positions on next year’s Nominating Committee.  Please contact any member of the Nominating Committee for further information.
· On behalf of the Committee for Diversity, Sandra Murga spoke about the Committee’s March campaign to raise awareness about “cluelessness” (making assumptions about others when we are members of a dominant group) and the impact it has on our community.   She thanked staff who have already submitted their own personal examples of cluelessness.   These may be found on FirstClass conferences for Faculty-Staff, Department Heads, Academic Council, and Administrative Council.

· Eloise McGaw announced that immediately following the Administrative Council meeting there would be an open forum led by Karen Kerns and Jennifer Thomas-Starck, Co-Chairs of CPPAC.  Discussions will focus on the ways Wellesley College currently supports work-life balance, and staff will be asked to brainstorm about additional services and programs that employees would like to have implemented.
