4. ESSAY: Please write a 500-700 word essay telling us your “story.” Any good application essay should answer three questions: Why me? Why here? Why now? This essay should answer those questions—Why are you the right candidate for an internship program in Washington? Why are the internships you seek right for you? Why is now the right time in your college career to pursue these internships and WIW? (Please put your name at the top of each page of your essay.)
5. RESUME: Please include an up-to-date résumé describing your principal work experience, extracurricular activities, and skills. If you have not written a professional quality resume in the past, now is the time to do it. Wellesley Career Education can assist you in preparing your résumé. 
6. TRANSCRIPTS: Please provide an unofficial copy of your transcripts (you can access this from your WC Banner account, save it and send as a PDF attachment).
7. REFERENCES: List the names and contact information of two people who know you well.  
At least one of your references must be from a faculty member; the other may be either from another faculty member or from a work supervisor if you feel she/he can comment on your qualifications for an internship. 

Please do not ask your reference to write you a letter of recommendation—we are using these references only as a possible contact to ask about your qualifications and background.
